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Guideline for utilizing funds for Panchayat Learning Centre
under Revamped Rashtriya Gram Swaraj Abhiyan

The Panchayat Learning Centre (PLC) is a proposed initiative under the
Rashtriya Gram Swaraj Abhiyan (RGSA), aimed at strengthening the capacity of
Panchayati Raj Institutions (PRIs). The objective of the PLC is to create a dedicated
platform for continuous learning and development for PRI members, leveraging
modern technology and educational methodologies.

There is potential to maximize the gains from the PLCs where exposure visits
of elected representatives and functionaries can be facilitated in a systematic
manner. This can essentially become an integral part of the capacity building
strategy to develop functional demonstration/immersion sites for excellence in
panchayat functioning. PLCs can be sites where elected representatives can see best
practices, interact with leaders who have facilitated them, understand the
strategies, and get inspired to do something in their area.

The fund placed under Revamped Rashtriya Gram Swaraj Abhiyan for
implementing the Panchayat Learning Centre can be utilized for:

a. Purchasing of LED Smart TV not below 45 inches of the reputed brand
(maximum ceiling Rs. 40,000/-).

b. Purchasing of high-definition PC with printer, scanner, UPS, Web Cam
considering the maximum ceiling of Rs. 80,000/-

c. Procurement of laptop (maximum ceiling Rs. 40,000/-).

d. Procurement of projector (maximum ceiling Rs. 50,000/-).

e. Interior decoration of the GP/VC office was selected as PLC along with the
furniture. In this connection, some common issues like chairs with handles
for Pradhan, Upa-Pradhan, RPM, and Secretary, good quality towels for
chairs, tables etc. shall be ensured (maximum ceiling Rs. 2,00,000/-).

f. Installation of Sanitary Vending Machine at the concerned GP/VC office
(maximum ceiling Rs. 50,000/-).

g. Installation of CC Camera within the concerned GP/VC office premises
(maximum ceiling Rs. 20,000/-).

h. Purchasing of generator/ solar system (maximum ceiling Rs. 1,50,000/-).

i. Ensuring improve drinking water facility with purifier (maximum ceiling Rs.
15,000/-).

j. Ensuring sitting arrangements for the visitors (maximum ceiling Rs.
10,000/).

k. Purchasing door mat, curtains (maximum ceiling Rs. 3,000/-).

l. Ensuring internet facility and Wi-Fi zone (maximum ceiling Rs. 2,500/-).

m. Ensuring separate toilets with running water facility for men and women in
the concerned GP/VC office premises (Rs. 1,50,000/-); if already exists then
ensure further improvement along with handwashing unit.

n. Installation of four (04) display boards in the concerned GP/VC office having
the following content (maximum ceiling Rs. 20,000/-)-

»> Content on why the concerned panchayat has been selected as PLC
(Standard format will be shared from the DoP),
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» Information on Central and State Flagship Schemes (Content will be
supplied from the DoP),
> Appeal to the villagers on different aspects (Content will be supplied from
the DoP),

» Best practices in the concerned GP/VC (only photos).

o. Development of a small garden with fencing facility (Rs. 5,000/-).

p- Maintain Records and Registers (Registers will be supplied centrally from the
DoP).

q. Development of short video maximum 5-7 minutes duration on
achievements under various schemes (maximum ceiling Rs. 25,000/-).

r. Developing booklet on sector wise achievements during last 5 years
(maximum ceiling Rs. 5,000/-).

s. Developing booklet on success stories covering all aspects (minimum 25
success stories to be covered) (maximum ceiling Rs. 5,000/-).

t. Ensuring fire safety instruments in GP/VC office.

u. Ensuring signboard in front of the GP/VC office.

v. Organizing competition among the families holding PG ration cards on the
following issues-

» Best toilet in the house under the concerned GP/VC area,

Best house made under PMAY (G),

Best garden in house,

Cleanliness in house,

Household influencing other households in different aspects related day

to day life;

In each of the above categories, 1%, 2" and 3™ prizes shall have to be
felicitated/awarded by the concerned GP/VC.

To ensure implementation of the aforesaid activities, along with the fund
placed under Revamped RGSA, the Central and State Finance Commission Grants,
Own Source, and other permissible schemes or grants can be utilized. In this
regard, no further permission needs to be sought from the Directorate of
Panchayats. The concerned GP/VC may take activities beyond the list mentioned
above from the fund placed under Revamped RGSA for PLC, but in that case, prior
permission needs to be taken from the Directorate of Panchayats. The
procurements shall be made by following all codal formalities.

The identified GP/VCs as Panchayat Learning Centre shall have to ensure
the aforesaid facilities after which the concerned PLCs will be prioritized as hosts
for exposure visits of the participants from the state and outside the state.
